To advance the systematic approach to global management in the age of the IT revolution through research and exchange of ideas, SDSU College of Business Administration  (CBA), Japanese Association of Management Systems (JAMS), and SDSU Center for International Business Education and Research (CIBER) will co-sponsor the first International Management Systems Conference I to be held at San Diego State University (SDSU) during August 21-23, 2003. There will be about 25 Japanese professors and managers in addition to US participants.
